
 

 

Student Ministry  Students continue to be our first pri-

ority. Our ministry to students includes the Lunch with C. S. 

Lewis, our ministry intern program, our weekly Sunday night 

dinners, hiring students for Sunday child care, and scholar-

ships for our School of Music choir members. Our five in-

terns lead a broad and deep ministry to LSU students. Your 

giving provides multiple opportunities for LSU students to 

find a home here. 

Music The center of our common life here is Sunday wor-

ship. Music continues to be an essential part of that weekly 

experience. In additional to an organist and choir director, 

we employ six LSU School of Music students to create the 

core of our choir. Sunday after Sunday, we enjoy some of 

the best music in the Diocese of Louisiana. 

 

Capital Projects Fund Our partnership with the Diocese 

of Louisiana involves our contributing a portion of the cost 

of maintaining our buildings. So we continue to increase our 

Capital Projects Fund. The 2012 budget includes another 

$5000 contribution to this fund, as well as $3000 to begin a 

separate organ fund. The 2012 budget also includes our 

paying the full pledge (assessment and program) of $30,850 

requested by the Diocese of Louisiana.
